She happlly and thoroughly answered our questlons We enjoyed this
video conference as it was an eye opener to real life situations about human
rights. We are very lucky to experience these opportunities in French and get
firsthand information by connecting with French guest speakers around the
World.

This extraordinary opportunity provided 1B candidates an interdisciplinary
appro ach to learning (History + French B HL). Additionally, it allowed students
to putinto practice, the approach to learning:  communication skills and the
learner profile attributes: open-mindedness and caring.
