La mesure : L’éléve devra résoudre des problémes comportant la mesure linéaire,
des conversions entre des unités de mesure Sl et impériales et résoudre des
problemes comportant U'aire totale et le volume des objets a trois dimensions.

La trigonomeétrie : L’éleve devra développer et appliquer les rapports
trigonométriques de base (sinus, cosinus, tangente) pour résoudre des problemes
comportant des triangles rectangles.

Les facteurs et les produits : L’éleve devra démontrer une compréhension des
facteurs de nombres entiers positifs, une compréhension de la multiplication
d’expressions polynomiales et une compréhension de facteurs communs et de la
factorisation des trinébmes.

Les racines et les puissances : L’éléve devra démontrer une compréhension de
nombres irrationnels et une compréhension des puissances ayant des exposants
entiers et rationnels.

Les relations et les fonctions : L’éleve devra interpréter et expliquer les relations
parmides données, des graphiques et des situations, déterminer et représenter
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les caractéristiques des graphiques de relations linéaires et représenter une
fonction linéaire sous la forme de notation fonctionnelle.

Les fonctions linéaires : L’éléve devra démontrer une compréhension de la pente,
associer les relations linéaires et déterminer 'équation d’une relation linéaire.

Les systemes d’équations : L’éleve devra résoudre des problemes comportant
des systemes d’équations linéaires ayant deux variables graphiquement et
algébriguement.
